Dear Parents,

May I begin by wishing you all a very Happy New Year!

The staff and children have settled happily back into school routine, and are ready for another very busy term.

May I thank you all for your support over the Christmas period.  It was a very busy time.  Now that we have returned to school we are reminding all of the children of the importance of reading every evening, as well as completing other homework tasks on time.  Please help us to make the most of this term!

There are one or two other reminders about school routines.

· Please could you ensure that dinner money is paid on Mondays for that week.  If you would like make block payments, please see Mrs Smith.

· Please could you ensure that all children have a clear water bottle with a sports top and their name clearly labelled.  We have a stock in school (price 50 pence) if you would like to purchase one.  This is most important.

· Please could you avoid sending children into school before 9.15am each day with book bags etc.  This is a very busy time for staff and children should wait on the playground for the bell to go.   Staff are however, always available to discuss an urgent issue with you.

· Please could all children bring a coat to school every day, during the cold winter months, and have PE/Games kit in school on the appropriate day.  A further reminder please that children should not wear jewellery to school (for health and safety reasons), including pierced ear rings on the day of PE or swimming.

· Appropriate black school shoes should be worn, and where possible, a smart school uniform – we like to make a good impression to our many visitors.

· Please could you be sure to check your child’s book bag regularly for updates and letters. The school web site is also regularly updated (www.christchurchfirstschool.org.uk).
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· We have been increasingly concerned that many children are going out of school and being allowed to run over the front garden area.  There have also been many instances of children being allowed to play on the front handrails outside the school, and also to run close to the road.  This is a dangerous time for the children and I urge all parents to ensure that children are kept close to them. It is also important that the front lawned area remains in good condition in order to give the best impression possible of our school.  Please help us to maintain this.

· Finally, there are a number of children who arrive late to school each day.  By law, children should be in school and registered as soon as the bell goes.  They are also expected to attend each school day unless they are ill.  I am only permitted to authorise a certain number of absences in exceptional circumstances.  I am afraid that I will therefore be forced to refer these matters to the Education Welfare Officer if these problems persist.   Please come to see me if you have any particular difficulties.

18th January, we are holding a very informative evening for parents on E-safety run by an ICT professional from the LEA.  When this event has been held previously it has proved to be very thought provoking for parents about the safety of children using the internet and accessing social networking sites.   Please do try to come along, 7pm in the school hall.

A parents’ evening has been arranged on Wednesday February 8th in order for you to discuss your child’s progress.   Appointments will begin at 3.30pm, until 7.00pm.
